I would like to report that all NECAP testing for grades 3-6 is complete.  Students in grades K-2 are finishing their NWEA Measure of Academic Progress (MAP) testing.   All students have been assessed in the areas of reading and math through DIBELS and AIMSWEB progress monitoring. Teachers in all grades have completed the first round of data meetings.  Students have been scheduled for specific interventions in core subject areas and will be re-assessed and progress monitored as needed. I would like to thank our staff for a job well done.

Oasis tutoring has begun at MES. Students are paired with adult community members meeting weekly to build relationships and improve academics.  This is a valuable program and I would like to thank Ali Janowicz for all her efforts in organizing this venture.

We continue to refine our morning programming in conjunction with Mustang Academy.  Students are receiving early morning interventions, Title 1 Tutoring, Student Council, Jump Rope Club and participating in AM activities through 21C. This is a work in progress and I would like to thank our staff for their efforts in making this opportunity available for our students.

Professional Development continues in the areas of technology, outdoor education, integrated arts and RTI. Recently a team of teachers attended an “Arts in Nature” conference and have begun implementing several activities for students involving the environment. The team also presented an overview of the program to our staff with specific activities to be implemented.  Thanks to Nan Bartlett, Louisa Bryant, Cynthia Robinson for their efforts.

Open House was well attended by community members. Teachers met with parents, displayed student work and were able to schedule conferences for November. Thanks to PTO and 21C for their support.

Budget season has begun and I would like to thank the board for their support and insight as we move forward building the 2012-13 budget.  I look forward to presenting our community with a sound fiscal budget that supports the needs of our students.
